The “Scoop” on Wells  

Many farms had an 

open well from which 

they obtained clear, cold 

water by lowering a 

bucket on the end of a 

rope or chain. Wells  

often were covered by a 

roof to shelter anyone 

using them in inclement 

weather and also to 

keep foreign objects 

from falling in. But acci-

dents sometimes hap-

pened. Perishable foods, 

such as milk, cream, 

butter, and eggs, were 

lowered into the well in 

a bucket or pail to keep 

them fresh as long as 

possible in the cold   

water. The evolution     

of electricity and            

mechanical refrigeration 

eliminated the need for 

open wells.

T he annual bean soup luncheon had a new twist this 

year with a lively taste-off between our very own 

Knute Nelson bean soup recipe and a recipe fashioned 

after Idaho Senator Fred Dubois. Both former senators 

are credited with mandating the delicacy as a mainstay 

on the menu of Capitol Hill’s Senate Restaurant since 

the turn of the 20th century.  

For the taste-off, both soup varieties were prepared by 

Tom Knutson, Chef at Alexandria’s Knute Nelson/Nelson 

Gables. The event raised about $1,000 but there was 

more to it than a way to raise funds. It was also about 

keeping history visible and fun, no matter how large or 

small an event may be.  

Special guest for the day was Echo Press food columnist Sue Doeden. Ceil Campbell won a free one-

year subscription to the Echo Press. Several other guests won various door prizes. 

A hard-fought battle ensued during the day, but it was a slim victory for Idaho ……although we Knute 

Nelson die-hards almost demanded a recount! 

Elisa Redman, Associate Director of Preservation Services with the Midwest Art Conservation     

Center, conducted a general assessment survey site visit at the Historical Society on March 1-2. 

Her visit was made possible because of a Minnesota Historical and Cultural Heritage Grant (Legacy 

Grant program) through the Minnesota Historical Society. 

During her assessment Elisa met with the staff who work 

directly with the collections of the Society and answered 

questions and concerns about specific items in our      

collections. Elisa also toured the building, including all 

collection storage areas, exhibition spaces, and facilities 

areas. Following her visit Redman will meet with staff for 

initial recommendations which will lead to the               

development of the Historical Society’s Long-Range    

Conservation Plan.

C h a r i t a b l e  G i v i n g  I n f o r m a t i o n  

The IRA Charitable Rollover was first enacted on August 17, 2006, as part of the Pension Protection 

Act of 2006 and has been reinstated for 2011. 

 Taxpayers age 70-1/2 and older are required to make annual distributions from their IRAs which 

are then included in the taxpayers’ adjusted gross income (AGI) and subject to taxes. The IRA 

Charitable Rollover permits those taxpayers to make donations directly to charitable                  

organizations from their IRAs without counting them as part of their AGI and, consequently,    

without paying taxes on them. 

 A donor’s total combined charitable IRA rollover contributions cannot exceed $100,000 in any 

one year. 

 Eligible Charities. Charitable contributions from an IRA must go directly to a public charity that is 

not a supporting organization. Contributions to donor-advised funds and private foundations,   

except in narrow circumstances, do not qualify for tax-free IRA rollover contributions. 

 Eligible Retirement Accounts. Distributions can only be made from traditional Individual            

Retirement Accounts or Roth IRAs. Charitable donations from 403(b) plans, 401(k) plans,        

pension plans, and other retirement plans are ineligible for the tax-free treatment. 

 Directly to the Charity. Distributions must be made directly from the IRA trustee payable to the 

public charity. 

 No Gifts in Return. Donors cannot receive any goods or services in return for charitable IRA      

rollover contributions in order to quality for tax-free treatment.  

 Written Receipt. In order to benefit from the tax-free treatment, donors must obtain written     

substantiation of each IRA rollover contribution from each recipient charity.

Bequests that go toward the endowment many qualify for memorial naming if the gift is of sufficient 

size and may also be directed to benefit a particular program for the Society. Donors can name their 

funds after themselves, their families, or another person or place of their choosing. If desired, funds 

may remain unnamed. 

 Gifts of Cash: Cash contributions are a quick and easy way to show your support of the 

society. 

 Gift of Stock: You might want to consider making a gift of appreciated stock or mutual 

fund shares. A gift of appreciated property often provides increased tax benefits, along 

with the satisfaction of contributing to the Douglas County Historical Society.
